The Belarus public organization “Ahova ptushak Belarusi” declared the
tawny owl a bird of the year 2005. It is listed in the Red Book of Belarus.
The tawny owl is rarely encountered in the European territory. In Belarus
almost the whole population of the tawny owl builds their aeries in Brest
region. One can see this bird mostly in swamps and marshlands.
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Colour of the postmark — black.
